Katy Perry Dazzles with First-Ever Concert at The Venetian Macao 
International superstar brings her world tour to Macao; mesmerizes the 

capacity audience at the Cotai Arena 
    
(Macao, May 1, 2015) – Pop music sensation Katy Perry brought her latest show to the 

stage of The Venetian® Macao’s Cotai Arena Friday night. THE PRISMATIC WORLD TOUR

Katy 

has played 134 shows on THE PRISMATIC WORLD TOUR since May 2014, and has 

brought the tour to the UK, North America, Australia, New Zealand and Europe. She started 

the Asian tour on April 18 in Guangzhou, and she will also perform in Manila, Jakarta, 

Bangkok and Singapore after 2 shows in Macao.
